14.   Area Reports – 
a.  Area 1 Vice D – Josh Stiefel

I am attempting to make personal visits to all my assigned chapters. Within the past couple of weeks, I visited three chapters.

On Tuesday, August 6, I rode from McCloud to Windsor to join Healdsburg Chapter 111 for their August meeting. The chapter’s meeting occurs at 1800 hours on the first Tuesday of each month. The members gather at Mary’s Pizza Shack in Windsor in 1700 to catch up with each other and order food. At approximately 1800, the Director calls the meeting to order. The chapter then proceeds to work through the normal ceremonies expected in a riders meeting followed by all the expected business. There were 14 of the 21 members present at the meeting. One member, Miguel, had just returned from deployment in Kuwait and other locations in the Middle East. When Miguels unit returned to California, Chapter 111 staged a “Welcome Home” ceremony at the airport where all the soldiers flew into. The welcome team was comprised of Chapter 111 members and the fire department which hung large American flags from two ladder trucks. The event included waiting for two hours until the second plane arrived.
During the meeting, they took money into a 50/50 drawing. The half that was kept goes into their “Remember a vet” fund.

Upcoming events include the National Night Out. Ron Collier will be cooking hot dogs for the sheriff department. He is also a member of MIAP. There will be a ride on Saturday, August 10th. KSU will be 9am at Badass. They will go into Lake County to Ukiah for lunch then return on Hwy 101.
They are planning parade practice rides to enable closer formations.
August 8th is kids’ day; August 17th is a 1st responder event cohosted with Kiwanis. The chapter will encourage the post to show up as well.
Bingo night is Saturday, September 14th. Nate, the commander of Healdsburg Post 111 will host.
All members are encouraged to join and use the ALR Chapter 111 Facebook page.
The next meeting is Tuesday, September 3rd @ 1800.
Chapter 111 meetings are somewhat loosely structured, but everyone has the opportunity to share , and the meeting seems to run smoothly and efficiently.

On Wednesday, August 14, I attended the membership meeting of Placerville Chapter 119 along with my wife and Chapter 92 secretary, Carolyn Glenn. There were 13 members in attendance. Director William Sanders called the meeting to order at about 1800 hours. The director observed normal meeting protocol with the addition of a moment of silence and omitting mention and cover for POW/MIA though a chair was set for the purpose. Carolyn and I were introduced as guests and asked to speak about ourselves. 
The meeting continued with a brief treasurer’s report that only included the bank balance followed by an intention to work on the chapter budget. This was followed by the secretary’s report which was only an introduction to who she was and that this was her 1st meeting as secretary. She was apparently unaware that the secretary is responsible for meeting minutes. The July minutes were, however, handed out to all present before the meeting.
The next business was description of recent rides; one was to Knee Deep Brewery, and another was to get pizza.
The Director invited me as Area Vice Director to perform the installation of new officers. There were 5 new officers: Director, Secretary, Treasurer, Chaplain and Sergeant at Arms.
Next, upcoming events were brought up. These included: August 15, 2024, escort to Dixon Veterans Cemetery, the forgotten soldier ride on October 4, 2024, a virtual Honor Flight on October 18, 2024, and an escort from Eskaton. On August 31st, there will be a birthday celebration for Ray Rose, a Marine WW2 veteran and post member who will be 100 years old. On September 6th, Post 119 will be hosting live music by the band, Fool’s Gold.
The president of Unit 119 presented items that they have collected to be used in events for raffles, etc.
The meeting was adjourned at about 1845

I rode to Clear Lake on Saturday, August 17th to attend a Chapter 437 meeting. I was told that They meet on the 2nd Saturday at 11 am. Upon arriving, I found a car and bike show in progress. They had changed the date of the meeting to accommodate the event. I was unable to get the Director (who prefers President) to sit long enough to conduct any business, but I was able to get his contact information, and I now know who to reach out to when I attempt to get them caught up with their required reports, etc. I was a bit apprehensive about the initial visit because I had almost no contact with the chapter even though I had made several attempts.
I met about seven riders from Chapter 437 and a few members from the Post, Unit and Squadron. Everyone I met seemed friendly, and no one seemed put out that I just showed up. None of the Riders wore vests with their colors; apparently someone had told them that they would have to remove their colors every time they entered a bar or club that sold alcohol. One member tried to show me where online they had seen the rule. The only thing I was able to find that pertained to that subject was a ruling that a bar owner could refuse to allow garments that were perceived to create conflict, but a business that decided to adopt such a rule would then be required to enact that rule uniformly. Because of this perception, the chapter decided not to have colors at all. I said I would investigate the matter and attempt to learn what is, in fact, the law and what is not. 
Chapter 437 clearly has a community, and they have events. They seem to lack an awareness of the organizational structure of the ALR in California. Perhaps they believe they can operate autonomously, or perhaps they don’t care. I was unable to get a sense of where their heads were at. The timing was not conducive to really getting anything done, but I did make contact, and I’ll go from there. I will welcome any advice from riders who have experience working with a chapter that doesn’t seem to operate within the boundaries of ALRDOC. There are a few things that need to be done. The chapter has not submitted their Certification of Officers report. They are due to turn in their Points of Contact report which I know needs updating. They have not responded to the department about receiving and distributing the hearing manual. The chapter’s home page on the ALRDOC website is almost empty of information. Now that I have the contact information of the director, I will work on getting him or a member he delegates to submit their reports with current information, get their web page updated and make sure they distribute the hearing manual and acknowledge doing so.

Chapter 95 meets on the 4th Thursday of each month. This month I will be attending the American Legion National convention during the time of their meeting, so I will be unable to make a visit to their meeting. I might be able to visit in September. I also have a Post to visit in that same time/day slot as part of my District 2 responsibilities, so I’ll have to decide which needs to be visited first.
Chapter 130 has voted to close. I will make a trip to retrieve their charter once I can arrange it with either one of the riders or an officer from Post 130.

So here is the deal on that CVC Section 21209 states that the only time you may enter a bike lane is to (a) make a turn 200 feet before the intersection, (b) to park where permitted, (c) to enter or leave the roadway. The fine is $238.00 and a point on your driving record.
